Fasting periods.
· 6:00 am- 6:00 pm
Fasting Instructions 
· This fast is a 21-day fast starting at midnight January 2, 2022 and ending January 22, 2022.
· The fast is based on the biblical references of Gen 22:17 Psalms 100:4 and Isaiah 45:2 
· This fast has no food restrictions other than to eat healthy.  
· As a second option you can follow the strict format of the Daniel's fast with only vegetables, fruits, grains, nuts, anything that is found in natural that it edible such as honey, water. (However, NO meat, NO seafood, NO Soft Drinks or NO Desserts)
· It is recommended to read the Declaration to Possess the Gates of 2022 throughout the day watches at 6:00 am, 9:00 am, 12:00 pm, 3:00 pm and 6:00 pm.

Communion 
· It should be done daily for the fast. (Corporate communion is on Saturday @ 6:00 am CST on the prayer line.)  
· Please break your fast with communion.
Anointing Oil
· Prayer for blessing the oil will be done daily. “Get a new Bottle”
· Purchase Extra Virgin Olive Oil
