The word of God calls us to pray with boldness and persistence. When we fast and pray aggressively, we provoke heaven to move powerfully on our behalf. The spiritual realm responds to intensity and focus. This fast is designed to help you develop that kind of spiritual aggression—breaking down every barrier and releasing breakthroughs.
Key scriptures that ground this truth include:
· Matthew 11:12 — “From the days of John the Baptist until now the kingdom of heaven suffereth violence, and the violent take it by force.” This verse reveals that spiritual breakthrough demands boldness and persistence.
· 2 Kings 19:35 — “And it came to pass that night, that the angel of the Lord went out, and smote in the camp of the Assyrians an hundred fourscore and five thousand: and when they arose early in the morning, behold, they were all dead corpses.” This shows God’s swift and powerful defense of His people when they cry out.
· Numbers 16:31-33 — When Korah and his followers rebelled, “the earth opened her mouth, and swallowed them up... and they went down alive into the pit.” This illustrates God’s decisive judgment against opposition.
· Psalm 109 — David’s prayer in this psalm is like filing a lawsuit against the enemy, boldly asking for God’s judgment and justice against those who oppose him. It teaches us to bring clear, forceful requests before God’s court, trusting His righteous judgment.
These scriptures remind us that God’s kingdom advances through spiritual violence—the kind of prayer that’s unrelenting and powerful. When we fast and pray with this intensity, we tap into a divine force that breaks chains, silences enemies, and secures victory.



Words of Inspiration
Jesus said, “From the days of John the Baptist until now the kingdom of heaven suffereth violence, and the violent take it by force” (Matthew 11:12). This verse reveals a spiritual reality: sometimes, the breakthrough we seek requires boldness, persistence, and a willingness to engage aggressively on the spiritual battlefield. To dismantle stubborn strongholds, to break generational curses, and to overcome relentless spiritual attacks, we must pray with holy anger and violent prayers. We must develop a holy cry that demands a violent response from heaven.
The Bible gives us powerful examples of how God violently defends His people. In 2 Kings 19, the Assyrian army came against Jerusalem with overwhelming force. But God sent His angel who went out by night and smote in the camp of the Assyrians an hundred fourscore and five thousand: and when they arose early in the morning, behold, they were all dead corpses (2 Kings 19:35). This swift and devastating judgment saved the city and thwarted the enemy’s plans. It shows us that God’s defense is not passive or delayed; His power can silence whole armies in a moment when His people cry out.
Another vivid example is found in Numbers 16, where Korah and his followers rebelled against Moses and God’s authority. In response, the earth opened her mouth, and swallowed them up, and their houses, and all the men that appertained unto Korah, and they went down alive into the pit (Numbers 16:31-33). This dramatic act of judgment ended the rebellion decisively and showed that God does not tolerate opposition to His chosen leaders or His purposes.
I encourage you to read Psalm 109 for a real example of violent prayer in the Bible. David’s prayer there is like filing a lawsuit against the enemy—an official legal complaint before the righteous Judge of all the earth. When we bring our prayers before God, we are submitting our case, asking for judgment, settlement, and the enforcement of justice against those who oppose us. In Psalm 109, David boldly asks for consequences that include curses on his enemies, their plans to fail, their speech to be turned against them, and even their family line to be cut off. For example:
"Let his days be few; and let another take his office. Let his children be fatherless, and his wife a widow. Let his children be continually vagabonds, and beg: let them seek their bread also out of their desolate places." (Psalm 109:8-10, KJV)
This shows us that we can bring detailed, forceful requests to God’s court. But like any lawsuit, we must clearly state what we want—what judgment or settlement we are seeking. If we only ask for a small thing, we shouldn’t expect a full victory. God alone decides how He will respond with His perfect and holy judgment. These stories and scriptures remind us that God’s justice and protection are fierce and active. When we pray these prayers faithfully and boldly, we invite that same powerful intervention into our lives. We call forth God’s righteous judgment, His overwhelming power, and His fierce protection. It’s time to stop praying soft, quiet, gentle prayers. It’s time to become violent in our prayers—prayers that strike fear into the enemy. Victory is not just possible; it is promised by the blood of Jesus. These prayers will bring the breakthrough we are expecting in Jesus’ name.
Fasting Instructions
· Start Date: October 16, 2025
· End Date: October 25, 2025
· Daily Fast: From waking until 2:00 PM
· Diet: No meat for the entire 10 days
· Allowed: Fruits, vegetables, grains, and any non-meat foods
· Hydration: Dry fasting during fasting hours is recommended but not required. If you need water, drink sparingly and stay mindful of your health.

· Morning Prayer: Upon waking 
· Evening Prayer: Before bed 
Use these times to pray with aggression and focus. Let your prayers be bold and persistent. Add personal prayers as the Spirit leads. Keep praying through every challenge until you receive your breakthrough.

· Approach this fast with a warrior’s mindset.
· Prepare your heart and mind the night before each fast day with focused prayer.
· Start and end each day with prayer, inviting God’s presence and power.
· Listen to your body—while dry fasting is encouraged, your health comes first.
· Break your fast gently after 2 PM with non-meat foods.
· Arrange your schedule to include time for personal or group prayer.
· Expect to pray aggressively—this fast is about spiritual warfare and taking the fight to the enemy.

· Stay consistent and disciplined for the 10 days—no meat, no food until 2 PM daily.
· Pray the prayers provided with passion and persistence.
· Don’t stop praying until you see your breakthrough.
· Use the morning and evening prayer times as anchors, but be flexible to pray whenever the Spirit leads.
· Find a quiet place free from distractions for your prayer times.
· Keep a journal of any revelations, breakthroughs, or answers to prayer.
· Consult your doctor if you have any health concerns before starting the fast.
· Eat nourishing, balanced meals during non-fasting hours without meat.
· Meditate on scriptures related to spiritual warfare and God’s protection daily.
Strategic Warfare Prayer Guide
This guide provides powerful prayer points designed for spiritual warfare, divided into Daytime Prayers and Nighttime Prayers. Begin each session with reverence and repentance, then engage confidently with these targeted prayers to break down the enemy’s strongholds and secure your victory in Jesus’ name.
Note: Some prayers are recommended for daytime use, others for nighttime, but all can be prayed together at any time as led by the Spirit.

Heavenly Father, I come before You with reverence and thanksgiving. You are my Creator, my Redeemer, my Deliverer, and my only source of help. I thank You for Your mercy, Your faithfulness, and Your love toward me and my family.
Father, I confess that I have sinned against You in thought, word, and deed. I acknowledge every way I have fallen short—by things I have done and by things I have left undone. Lord, I repent of all my sins, known and unknown, secret and open. I ask You to forgive me and wash me clean with the blood of Jesus. Have mercy on me for anything that has removed my name from the book of life. Restore me and renew a right spirit within me. Holy Spirit, search my heart and reveal any sin, iniquity, or hidden thing that gives the enemy access to my life. Show me every door, opening, or ladder I have left open by my actions or my words. I confess and renounce every sin You reveal.
Father, by the authority in the name of Jesus, I shut and bind every door and opening the enemy has used or could use to access my life. I close and lock every entry point for my enemies to invade my dreams. I command my body, soul, and spirit to reject all evil communications in my dreams. Lord, teach me by Your Spirit how to prevent dream attacks and how to defeat my enemies at the dream level.
Now, I cover myself in the blood of Jesus. I cover my name, my body, soul, and spirit, my family, and all that belongs to me in the blood of Jesus. I put on the whole armor of God: I gird my loins about with truth. I put on the breastplate of righteousness. I put on the shoes of the preparation of the gospel of peace. I take up the shield of faith, wherewith I shall be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked. I put on the helmet of salvation. I take up the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God. And I decree and declare that no weapon formed against me shall be able to prosper, and every tongue that shall rise against me in judgment, you shall condemn.
Holy Spirit, surround me and my family with an invisible shield of fire that no enemy can penetrate. Be our defense and secret place. Finally, Lord, as I prepare for battle, shield and protect me. Reveal to me any secrets I need to know to secure my victory, in Jesus’ name. Amen.

1. Holy Spirit, unmask every enemy hiding before me, in the name of Jesus.
2. Every strong man waging war against my life, be paralyzed, in the name of Jesus.

4. Every spirit astral projecting operating against me, I lock you out of your body, in the name of Jesus.
5. Every camp of the enemy working in darkness against my life, Holy Ghost fire, swallow them now, in the name of Jesus.

10. Oh God, arise and visit all witchcraft incantations with thunder, earthquakes, and a great noise.
11. Oh God, arise and instruct your Angels to set unquenchable fires on witchcraft habitations and shrines.
